Bodrum’a tasiyacak. Galerinin sergileri Mandarin Oriental, Bodrum’'da mayis-ekim
aylari arasinda sanatseverlerle bulusacak. PILEVNELI sanatcilarinin yani sira siirpriz
isimlere de yer verilecek ozel sergiler, otelin icerisinde bulunan mekanda izleyicilere
sunulacak.

PILEVNELI'nin Mandarin Oriental, Bodrum'daki ilk sergisi Fransiz sanatci Daniel
Firman'a ait olacak. Sanatc¢inin “"Duvar Dansi” adli kisisel sergisi 12 Mayis - 6 Haziran
2021 tarihleri arasinda izlenebilecek.

“Duvar Dans1”, ziyaretgileri Firman'in pratigini yansitan en sembolik ¢alismalarindan
olan “Attitude (Tavir)” serisinin baslangi¢ noktasina gotirltyor. ‘Pop’ heykel kate-
gorisinde kabul edilen fakat aslinda cok daha derin kavramlara isaret eden “Attitude
(Tavir)” serisi, 2000 yilindan itibaren sanatcinin studyosunda yaptigi ve dans pro-
tokollerini inceleyen performanslardan dogdu. Hem gercek boyutlu hem de minyatur
insan figurlerini tasvir eden hiper gergekci heykellerin ilkini 2004 yilinda dretti.
“Duvar Dansi1”, “Attitude (Tavir)” serisinden dort yeni heykelin yani sira sanatginin
"Gathering (Toplama)” isimli bir diger dnemli serisine ait heykellerin minyatir boyut-
lu G¢ versiyonuna da yer veriyor.

“Attitude (Tavir)” serisindeki heykeller, duraklatilmis dans performanslarinin fotograflarini
andiriyor. Sanatgi bu eserlerde, herhangi bir gorsel ifadeden, stilden faydalan-
maksizin gercegin kendisini yansitmayi amacliyor. Yansittigr bu gergekei kargasa, be-
denin ve fiziksel tavrin teshis edilebilirligini ve bedenin destek noktalari tarafindan
stkica konumlandirildigini gosteriyor. Bu unsur, duraklatilan streklilige ve zamana dair
derin duslinceler agiga ¢ikarmayi amacliyor.

Eserlerin dinyeviligi ve zamansalligi, izleyicilerin dikkatini hareket, dans ve bedensel
ifade kavramlarina yoneltiyor. Bildiklerimiz ve bilmediklerimiz hakkinda okunakli bir
gerilim yaratiyor. Heykel hareket olabilir mi? Performans heykellesebilir mi? Hareket
de bir heykel midir? Hareketsizlik hareket midir? ‘Gercek’ ve gergcegin 'temsili’ hak-
kinda bircok soru...

Aralarinda Centre Pompidou'nun da bulundugu bir¢ok énemli sanat kurumunda ve
2018 yilinda PILEVNELI Mecidiyekdy'de gerceklesen “10 Sanatci / 10 Bireysel
Pratik” sergisinde yer alan “Gathering (Toplama)”“serisindeki heykeller, insanin objeler-
le arasindaki iliskisine cagdas bir yorum sunuyor; kapitalist, hizli tiketim dinyasinda
bu iliskinin derinligini ve anlamini sorguluyor.

PILEVNELI takes the works of important representatives of contemporary art to
Bodrum during the summer season. The gallery’s exhibitions meet art admirers at
Mandarin Oriental, Bodrum between May and October. Exclusive shows of not
only PILEVNELI artists but other names to be announced are presented to the au-
dience at the gallery’s new space inside the hotel.

The first exhibition PILEVNELI holds at Mandarin Oriental, Bodrum is of French

artist Daniel Firman. The artist’s solo exhibition titled “Wall Dancing” is open to
visitors between the dates May 12 - June 6, 2021.

“Wall Dancing” takes visitors to the starting point of one of the most symbolic
series of work that reflect Firman’s practice - the “Attitude”. The "Attitude”, accept-
ed as part of “Pop” sculpture but points much deeper concepts, was born in 2000
when the artist started working on performances that investigated dance protocols
at his studio. He created the first of these hiper-realist sculptures depicting human
figures that come both in life-size and miniature versions in 2004. “Wall Dancing”
includes four new sculptures that belong to the “Attitude” series, as well as three
miniature sculpture of another very important and representative series of the
artist “Gathering”.

The “Attitude” sculptures resemble photographs of paused dance performances.
In these works, the artist aims to reflect the reality itself without the interference
of visual expression or any particular style. This realistic turmoil reflected in
Firman's work proves that the body and physical attitude are identifiable and the
body is firmly positioned by the support points. This element aims to reveal deep
thoughts about the paused continuity and time.

The earthiness and temporality of the works direct the visitor’s attention to the
notions of movement, dance and bodily expression. It creates a distinct tension
about what we know and what we don’t know. Can sculpture be motion? Can a

performance be sculpted? Is movement also a sculpture? Is immobility mobile?
Many questions about the “truth’ and ‘representation’ of reality...

The sculptures in the "Gathering" series, which took place in many noteworthy art
institutions including Centre Pompidou and in "10 Artists / 10 Individual Practices"
exhibition held at PILEVNELI Mecidiyekdy in 2018, offer a contemporary interpre-
tation of the relationship between human and objects, questions the depth and
meaning of this relationship in the capitalist, fast-moving consumption world.

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DANIEL FIRMAN HAKKINDA

Daniel Firman, 20 Agustos 1966'da Fransa’nin Bron kentinde dogdu. Sanat egitimini
dnce Ecole Supérieure d’Art et Design de Saint-Etienne, ardindan EESI - Ecoles d’art
d'Angouléme’de tamamladi.

Firman, oldukca renkli, neseli ve kaotik gorinimlu heykelleriyle 1980 sonrasi hizla
gelisen global kapitalizmi ve bunun dolayli etkisiyle yasanan siyasi devrimleri, global
kitlesel medyayi, ekonomik esitsizligi, mizik ve moda sektorindeki dondsimleri ve
glinimUz popdller kaltirdndn sekillenmesiyle dinyanin geldigi sosyo-ekonomik
noktay! elestirel bir yaklasimla sunuyor. Kapitalist dunyada strekli degisen ve sinirsiz
uretilen 'nesneler’ ortasinda kendini bulan insanliga hem sosyolojik bir yorum
getiriyor hem de insanin bu nesnelerle iliskisini arastiriyor. “Attitude” ve
“Saisir L'impossible” baslikli serilerinde ise insanlarin, cagdas dinya, teknoloji ve tim
bu kaos icerisinde birbiriyle olan iliskisini, insanoglunun sinirlarini ve akiskanligini
sorguluyor. Ayrica insanlar ve hayvanlar arasindaki iliskiyi, yer cekimini, mekan algisini
da benzer baglamda, sasirtici, hiper gercek¢i heykelleriyle yorumluyor.

Teknik anlamda da hem sanatin hem de bir sanatci olarak kendisinin sinirlarina meydan
okuyan Firman, hazir objelerden polilretana, bronzdan kile bircok farkli malzemeyle
deneysel bir tavir sergiliyor. Farkli seriler altinda topladigi calismalari, zaman zaman
gercek insanlarin bedenlerinin kaliplari alinarak, kiyafetler, objeler ve aksesuarlar
kullanarak hiper gercekgi tasvirlere ulasiyor. Zaman zaman deforme edilen insan
bedenini, hayal glclne gore tekrar birlestiriyor ve ‘imkansizi yakaliyor’. Tim bu
heykeller insanligin, nesneler diunyasinin, doganin bugtn icinde bulundugu halini
Firman'in gozlerinden aktariyor.

ABOUT DANIEL FIRMAN

Daniel Firman was born in Bron, France on August 20, 1966. He completed his stud-
ies on art first at Ecole Supérieure d’Art et Design de Saint-Etienne and later at EESI
- Ecoles d'art d’Angouléme.

Firman, with his colorful, cheerful and chaotic-looking sculptures, critically reflects
on the socio-economical state of today's world triggered by a rapidly developing
global capitalism after 1980 and the political revolutions triggered by it, the global
mass media, economic inequality, transformations in the music and fashion industry
and the shaping of today's popular culture. He brings a sociological interpretation
to humanity, which finds itself in the midst of an ever-changing and of limitlessly
produced "objects"”, as well as investigating the relationship of man with these ob-
jects. "Attitude" and "Saisir L'impossible" are two series in which he questions the
relationship of people with the modern world, with technology and with one another
among all this chaos, as well as the limits and fluidness of mankind. With his surpris-
ing, hyper-realistic sculptures, Firman reinterprets the perception of space and the

relationship between humans and animals in a similar context gravity.

Firman, who technically defies the limits of both art and himself as an artist, exhibits
an experimental attitude with different materials from ready-made objects to poly-
urethane, bronze and clay. His works which are categorized in series, at times make
the use of molds of real persons bodies, clothes, objects and accessories to reach
hyper-realistic depictions. At other times, Firman re-assembles deformed human
bodies relying on his imagination and hence 'captures the impossible'. All these
sculptures convey today's state of humanity, the world of objects and nature from

Firman's sight.

Daniel Firman lives and works in Istanbul and Bordeaux.

The artist has participated in exhibitions in many institutions including Centre Pompidou
(France); Palais de Tokyo-Chéateau de Fontainebleau (France); The Eli&Edythe Broad MSU
Art Museum (USA); Monnaie de Paris (France); Kunsthalle (Austria); National Gallery of
Australia (Australia); Museo de Bellas Artes (Spain);

Musée d'Art Contemporain de Lyon (France); Arken Modern Art Museum (Denmark);
Siege d'Arte Strazburg (France); Centre d'Art Contemporain de Meymac (France); La
Chambre Blanche (Canada); Espace d'Art Contemporain d'HEC (France); FRAC Bour-
gogne (France) and Espace d'Art Contemporain de la ville de Paris (France).
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
